Breaking News
Tuesday June 1st 2010 was a very important day in the relatively short history of Baxter Soccer Club. 

A few of our executive committee members had the pleasure of attending Baxter Park today for a short meeting with the James Merlino, Victorian State Minister for Sport & Recreation, Christine Richards Mayor Frankston City Council, Councillors Colin Hampton & Alistair Wardle for the joint announcement between Frankston Council, Baxter Soccer Club & Sport and Recreation Victoria in regards to a grant for $100,000.00 funded through The World Game Funding project. This is the maximum grant available under this scheme, this along with Baxter Soccer Clubs contribution of $120,000.00 will see the expansion & refurbishment of our aged pavilion.
We have some plans on display in the clubrooms for everyone to now view. This is a great achievement and has been only brought about by the fundraising that has been completed over the past ten years.
Whilst on this the club would like to let everyone know we will be doing another fundraiser as the clubrooms will commence building THIS October. It is a very exciting time for our club and members who have worked tirelessly and hard to achieve this. We will now be running a “BUY A BRICK” fundraiser. You can now buy a brick for just $100.00 and have your child’s name, family name or company’s name (great tax deduction!!) on it. You can buy one brick or a 100 bricks! As many as you like and it will be displayed in the clubrooms for as long as the building exists! Be a part of the club’s history and BUY A BRICK today! See Michelle in the bar for details. We will be auctioning off at the trivia night THE “FOUNDATION BRICK”. Be the VERY first brick up on the new clubrooms. To be mounted on a plaque!
Uniforms / Club Merchandise
All players will need to be in the correct uniform.
Michelle is again running the uniform shop and will be available on Thursdays from 7pm till 8.30 pm ONLY
All junior players (12s – 18s) are reminded that referees will not allow players in incorrect uniforms to play, and that all skins or undershorts MUST be royal blue to match club shorts. Also note that all undershirts must be the colour of the playing strip and that all head wear including sweatbands or scrunchies can only be hair colour or playing strip colour. Bobby pins MUST not be worn. The FFV has instructed referees over the last few seasons to enforce these rulings and as such we have had players sent off for infringements. All uniforms must carry the FFV logo and the easiest way to comply with current FFV regulations is purchase uniform items from the club. Jewellery must be removed under no circumstances will taping of jewellery be allowed. NEW CLUB JACKETS AND POLOS NOW IN STOCK. Be club proud, come in and buy one and wear it proudly! ALL SENIOR players should be wearing a polo and jacket to all games! Polos from only $35 and Jackets from $35. BBQ Rosters
All teams are reminded that the BBQ is a major part of fundraising for the club. All teams are rostered to man the BBQ at different times. Please remember that everyone at the club is a volunteer and every little bit that you do helps. 
Car Park
A word of caution to everyone that uses the car park. We all know how unpredictable children can be so please slow down on the road up the hill as well as in the actual car park. As so many teams are now training on Tuesday Wednesday and Thursday nights please be aware of how much space you leave when parking. Some people are leaving more than enough room for a truck causing others to park in dangerous spots. Take care when parking on the bend at the top of the road, keep the nose of your car in. Please refrain from parking on the top of the hill behind the clubrooms as this area becomes increasingly slippery over the winter months, and council requests that all vehicles remain in the constructed car parking areas, also remember that children walk this way to pitches. Stick to the car park. The access behind the clubrooms is for Emergency Vehicles Only. 
Please note that all the carparks behind the portables are all reserved! They are reserved for people that have either EARNED their own spot and are usually carrying many items to clubrooms. So please respect this and DO NOT park in these spots on any day
THE EMERGENCY ACCESS GATE AT THE REAR OF THE CLUBHOUSE MUST BE LEFT CLEAR AT ALL TIMES!!!
Drop and Run
We understand that not everyone can stay at training every week but we also ask if you need to “drop and run” that you take the time to speak to your child’s coach let them know that you will be back and please return on time to collect your child. If there are times when you may be late let the coach or team manager know so that someone is keeping an eye on your child, some children are not being collected until well after their training has finished and as our coaches are all volunteers they have other things to do and some have more teams to coach when they finished with your age group. On another note regarding "Drop and Run" issue we have had a few comments from coaches about players being dropped off at game time and the lack of parents who are involved in the everyday setting up of the pitches. This is especially important when your child's team has been rostered to "set up" a pitch prior to kick off, as we have so many teams playing at home we have tried to make a equal share of the main pitch area, no team has been given preference for time on Oval 1. Please check with your team manager if they require your help, don't just turn up expecting that someone else will do it. We are all part of the same club and we all pay the same fees so please pitch in and lend a hand.  
Dogs at Baxter 
Although this issue was addressed in the last newsletter, I am again reiterating that there is an increasing number of dogs at both soccer matches and training sessions and although Baxter park is a leash free zone, all dog owners are asked to respect the Frankston Bylaws rules which states that Dogs are not allowed near sporting fields during games or training. (See signs located near our driveway). If you must bring your dog then please keep them away from the pitches and the clubrooms and remember to bring a bag to clean up after your dog. Remember that not everyone is a dog lover and some people are scared of dogs, so please keep a close eye on your family pet. Dogs are not allowed to enter the clubrooms under any circumstances. This is a health and safety issue so please refrain from bringing dogs into any part of the rooms or tying them to the clubrooms what so ever. 
Update: - A couple of weeks ago we had a couple of incidents where a dog attacked another dog, under the pavilion during a game. Whilst this was frightening for all around it was also avoidable. Firstly the dog under the pavilion on a leash should not have been there. Secondly the dog that attacked the other on should have been on a leash. The very same weekend, someone tied their dog to one of the poles under the pavilion and went to watch their child play down on bottom pitch. A small girl went to pat the un supervised dog and was bitten. 
We also have dogs on the pitches during training where players are either falling over the dogs or the dogs have destroyed quite a few balls by chewing them. 
This simply is no longer acceptable. It is not only something the club asks of everyone but IS a council regulation There is a sign down at the gate to our drive way. 
Dogs are NOT permitted on any of the ovals or near them or the pavilion during training or games days. Dogs are certainly NOT permitted to be in the clubrooms or tied up by the BBQ. So we ask that you please leave your dogs at home training nights and game days if you can, or DO NOT bring any where near the pavilion, pitches or clubrooms and at all times if you must walk them at the park whilst your child/partner trains that they are on a leash.
BYO 
We have received a complaint that some parents have been bringing their own alcohol and consuming it in the carpark. Under the terms of our Liquor Licence, the only alcohol allowed to be consumed at the club has to be purchased from the bar, and can only be consumed under the veranda.

What’s happening around the club:-

A Letter from the Club President

After 14 years, it’s time for me and Shell to step down and allow new energy to step up.

During our time on Baxter Soccer club Committee we have formed dozens of CLOSE friendships, hundreds of friendships and had an absolute blast, but the biggest reward is the pride in what the club has achieved over this time. We started out with a small ambition of improving the lights on the top pitch (as this is where the WHOLE club trained one night a week!), but council wanted engineering on the existing timber poles and we decided that was too hard so our dream grew “what if we lit the bottom pitches?”. $50 thousand dollars later and a lot of volunteer workers the lights were up.

Our next project was a new canteen and pavilion roof. You should have seen the old canteen. Green mosaic tiles as a bench top and blue painted cupboards that wouldn’t close properly because they were swollen from a leaky roof. 

Then we introduced girls’ only teams. Our first girl’s team was 2003, then our first “League Champions” in 2004. In 2005 we introduced our first senior men’s team for over 10 years.

The current social room was being used half as change room and half purely for administration purposes on a cold concrete floor. So we ripped it apart and improved it making it warm and inviting with new paint, carpet and a new bar desperately trying to create a social scene for our club and members.

Having spent about eight years seemingly wasting our time chasing council to extend our pavilion to accommodate the growth of male and female participation at Baxter the club purchased two portable buildings and again with the help of a few dedicated volunteers transformed it into change rooms for our girls.

This finally opened the eyes of certain people in Frankston Council to the fact we were actually serious about the needs of Baxter’s facilities. They now say they are finally beginning building of the new pavilion in October this year. The pavilion will have a $1.2 million extension and facelift!

We will still be at the club, myself as a coach and Shell as bar manager along with liaising with the builders and council on the pavilion as well as be around to help the committee with anything needed.

We would like to take this opportunity to encourage anyone with the desire to see our club continue to improve and grow to step up and inject that new energy and new ideas into the Baxter Soccer Club.

We hank everyone we have worked with over the years and everyone we have become friends with for a wonderful time.

Osteopathy 

Osteopathy was founded in the 1870's by a physician named Andrew Taylor Still.  He believed that a problem with the structure of the body would impact on its normal function.  He found that the body had its own healing abilities and that osteopathic techniques assisted the body in the healing process of these injuries.
